I. A. Call to order –Dr. Wahome

B. Motion to amend agenda, adding 2 items-Ford, Liu seconded

C. Motion to approve minutes with spelling correction-Ford, Rueber

II. Continuing Business:

A. Tabled discussion of office hours until all departments have met.

B. MVSU Summer research grants—Drs. Wahome and Liu met with Dr. Golden. Dr. Golden is the final authority on whether to authorize the grants; she indicated that she needs more time to read them and suggested the process begin earlier (which it is scheduled to do this year).  Dr. Golden indicated to Wahome and Liu that she thought faculty doing summer research should not also be teaching classes ; one senator indicated that we teach 8 classes a year and do research at the same time! Wahome & Liu will meet with Dr. Golden again to “fine tune” the process and requirements; it was noted that the “rubric” was previously approved by Academic Affairs.  Wahome will invite Mr. Melton to speak to the senate about this matter also. FS still wants to know what happened to the money allocated for faulty research--$25,000.

C. Course overloads-cases will be reviewed on an individual basis. No further details. Wahome stated that this section of the handbook should be removed.

IV. New Business

A. FS office—we’re looking for space again; Wahome will check out the old space that hasn’t been used in a couple of years. Next meeting in the Sci & Tech conf. room-1st fl.

B. Committees—please sign up to fill vacancies on the handbook, research, strategic planning cmtes. Before the new handbook can be adopted, Drs. Bland and Bynum need to read it; then it needs to be presented to the faculty.

C. Request to update the Faculty Salary Data report prepared last year by Liu and Ford; motion to get this year’s salary data for report-Minks. Seconded Stevens.

D. Post-tenure review-what cohort years are being used? Is there a random selection of faculty? The years 1984 and 2001 were two of the “tenure” years reported by FS faculty who’ve been asked to undergo review. What’s being requested is an updated resume and supporting documents for post-tenure; for promotion, a full dossier. FS wants to insure that the process is fair and applied fairly. Motion to direct Mr. Minks to get information on this issue—Ford, seconded Washington.

E. The loss of Ayers’ funding –faculty salaries in specific departments—MCIS, social science Nat. Science—will be affected. Wahome & Liu to meet with Dr. Bland about this. Our non-African American student population has gone down in the last 15 years; we have lost money as a result. Questions about recruiting arose. Comments about the MVSU website—full of errors and misspellings—don’t reflect well on the Valley.
