INTERNATIONAL ADMISSIONS

International applicants are students who are admitted, but are not United States citizens. An
international student applying for admission to Mississippi Valley State University must have
completed secondary school with above average grades. The applicant must have a high degree
of competence in the English language.

In order to be admitted as an international applicant, the following requirements must be met:
* Application for admission (completed and signed)

* Affidavit of Sponsorship (bank statement of sponsor must accompany the affidavit)

» TOEFL Score (see catalog)

« Official high school transcript certifying completion of secondary school

» Medical History form - Immunization Record (with chest-x-ray results)

The Test of English as a Foreign Language is administered abroad three times per year at established and
supplementary testing centers by the Educational Testing Service located in Princeton, New Jersey. TOEFL
scores must be sent directly to the Office of Admissions/Recruitment (official scores ONLY) faxed copies not
accepted.
